« determining the type of browser and settings you are using
+ allowing site owners and third-party advertisers to tailor content to your preferences

There are three types of cookies on this site:

Essential cookies are necessary for the vital functions of our site and trading platform. If these are disabled,
you won'’t be able to access the platform or other important parts of the site.

Behavioural and analytical cookies help us provide you with a better service. They can tailor site content to
your personal preferences and past behavior, or remember your saved settings.

Marketing cookies enable you to experience more relevant online content and see adverts which are aligned
with your interests, as indicated by your activity on our site.

Essential cookies

Some parts of our website, particularly our trading platform, require these essential cookies in order to
function.

If they are disabled you will be unable to use our trading platform and some areas of our website won't function
correctly.

Analytical cookies

This type of cookie helps us understand the way visitors and clients use our website, so we can provide
a better service.

These cookies make it easier for you to find the information you need and allow us to adapt our site to
suit your preferences.
